INTRODUCTION

In 2003, the Slovak Academic
Information Agency — Service Centre for
the Third Sector (SAIA) completed

an important readjustment of its
programmes, which built upon the
organisational changes that the agency
had undertaken over the previous two
years. The programme changes, which
primarily affected activities and services
for non-governmental organisations
(NGOs), were influenced by a number
of factors; of these, we must mention
the establishment of new service
organisations specializing on services
for NGOs, the new demands of NGOs
for services on both a national and
regional level (especially as a result of
Slovakia’s accession to the European
Union), and last but not least, the fact
that a number of foreign foundations,
which had hitherto financed the
activities of organisations similar to
SAIA, left Slovakia for other parts of the
world.

2003 saw a gradual winding down of
activities in the area of service provision
for NGOs. Wherever possible, SAIA’s
experience and know-how, gained over
more than a decade, was transferred to
new organisations that specialised in one
or more of the activities with which SAIA
had been involved. These entailed three
activities in particular — the NGO
database and information services, the
Library of Publications on the Third
Sector, and the Spravodajca 3S
magazine. SAIA’s experience in creating
the NGO database was transferred to
the First Slovak Non-Profit Service Centre
(1.SNSC), which had been

contemplating a similar project.

In January 2004, the Library of
Publications on the Third Sector was
taken over by the non-governmental
Education Centre for Non-Profit
Organisations in Banskd Bystrica, which
expressed its readiness to guarantee the
collection’s integrity and make it available
to the public. With regard to

the Spravodajca 3S magazine for NGOs —
in the second half of 2003, discussions
took place with 1.SNSC, which had begun
issuing a bi-monthly publication entitled
Efekt. Steps were agreed upon that led
to the gradual discontinuing of
Spravodajca 3S and its subscriber base,
and the transfer of its ‘Grants and
Training’ section to the ‘Information
Service' section of Efekt magazine.

The publication of Spravodajca 3S was
discontinued in December 2003.

In 2003, SAIA continued to implement
academic programmes, primarily on
the basis of contract with the Ministry
of Education of the Slovak Republic,
and in cooperation with SAIA's regional
offices. Its offices in Banska Bystrica
and Nitra were an organisational
component of SAIA, n.o. in Bratislava,
while offices in Zilina, Pre3ov, and Kosice
provided services as independent legal
entities. When implementing these
programmes, SAIA continued its wide-
ranging cooperation with the Slovak
Rectors’ Conference (SRK), the SAAIC
Socrates Office, the Fulbright
Commission, the Council of Universities
of the Slovak Republic (RVS),

the University Students’ Council (SRVS),
and other organisations.

In cooperation with university
representatives, SAIA initiated a further
amendment to the Act on the Residence
of Foreign Nationals, which came into

Thanks to the support of the Slovak MP,
Eva Rusnakova, we managed to persuade
the Ministry of the Interior to include the
draft amendment in governmental
documents, which were approved by the
National Council of the Slovak Republic
during its November session.

SAIA, together with the SRK, the SAAIC
Socrates Office, and the Fulbright
Commission, helped draw up a publication
for foreign students — the International
Student’s Guide to the Slovak Republic.
The publication was released in October
2003, with the financial support of

the Ministry of Education of the Slovak
Republic. In November 2003, as a part

of its contribution towards Slovakia’s
accession to the European Union, SAIA
published a practical guide for Slovak
students and doctorate students, entitled
Eurostudium. 1t explains the opportunities
for studying in 26 European countries,
the Bologna process, scholarships and
financial support, and language tests.
The publication also contains a glossary
of basic terms and a list of interesting
websites.

SAIA's staff also invested a great deal of
effort into the organisation’s new
activities, which are aimed at creating

a mobility centre for researchers.

The Science and Technology Section of
the Slovak Ministry of Education
commissioned SAIA to draw up a three-
year project as a part of the 6th
Framework Programme of the European
Commission, which intends to establish
a reliable and coordinated system for
providing information about conditions
governing the stays of foreign researchers

Based upon its service-provision

SAIA organised and administered

the Academic Mobility Programme.

At its Bratislava and regional offices,
SAIA provided information about
studying abroad, and informed
students and the general public about
the scholarships currently on offer.

It organised public competitions for
scholarship applicants, university
seminars on international
cooperation, and information sessions
for people interested in studying
abroad. SAIA also produced brochures
on studying abroad, published

the monthly SAIA Bulletin, and made
information available on the internet.

In 2003, SAIA supplied information
about scholarships provided on the
basis of bilateral agreements to 1,579
people and organized selection of
scholarship holders into 32 countries.
1,092 BA, MA and PhD students as
well as university teachers submitted
applications in 2003.

For the first time in its
history, the German
Academic Exchange
Service (DAAD) selected
its Slovak scholarship
students in Slovakia itself. SAIA was
responsible for both organisational
and administrative aspects of the
work of the Selection Committee.

SERVICES AND ACTIVITIES
FOR NON-GOVERNMENTAL
ORGANISATIONS

In 2003, the extent of SAIA’s provision of
services to non-governmental
organisations (NGOs) was influenced by
the predicted opportunities for their
further development and financing in
future years. During 2003, such activities
were gradually discontinued; wherever
possible, SAIA tried to transfer its
experience and know-how, accumulated
over more than a decade of implementing
such programmes, to new organisations
that were involved in one or more of the
fields in which SAIA had hitherto been
engaged.

1. INFORMATION SERVICES
AND THE NGO DATABASE

The NGO database was continually built
upon and updated in 2003, and was
accessible on SAIA’s website.

The database, which, by the end of the
year, contained 5,868 entries concerning
various types of NGO, also served as a
resource for retrieval services.
Information about 4,498 NGOs was
provided this way in 2003.

In comparison to 2002, citizens’
associations registered the highest level of
growth — 388 new organisations.
Foundations registered the greatest
decline, due to legal amendments that
necessitated their re-registration.

With regard to the fields in which NGOs
were active, the highest rate of growth
was seen in the field of education and
research (a 56% rise in comparison to
2002). This was probably due to the
possibility of registering as a recipient of
income tax based donations (taxpayers in
Slovakia could assign 1% of their income
tax to NGOs that have registered under the
scheme). This opportunity was used by
many ‘school-based’ NGOs — i.e., NGOs
functioning at primary and secondary
schools, as well as at universities and
various research institutions.

Cooperation with the Delegation of the
European Commission continued; in
addition to the Slovak NGOs Getting
through the Labyrinth of the European
Union project, SAIA also administered
the PHARE Access — Networking Facility
programme (travel grants promoting the
participation of Slovak NGOs in
international events throughout Europe).

Most of the projects submitted for
approval in October 2002 were
implemented in 2003. 11 applications
for support for individual activities
were approved from 18 submitted, to
a total of €13,177. These funds enabled
19 people to participate in a range

of activities in 7 countries. The final
round was announced at the end

of 2002; 23 applications were received,
of which 9 were supported to a total

Its objective was to
map the policies of public
administration towards the civic
activism, both in individual countries
and on an EU level. The project’s results
were assessed at a conference held in
Warsaw, Poland in November 2003.

the Executive Director of SAIA was

a member of the Executive Council of
the Brussels-based ECAS (European
Citizen Action Service).

SAIA continued to play an active role in
the Orpheus Civil Society Project of
the European Foundation Centre, which
unites around 30 NGO service centres in
over 15 countries of Central and Eastern
Europe. SAIA’s Executive Director
chaired the network’s Advisory Board. In
2003, the network initiated intensive
discussions, not only about its future
