Rok 2004 bol po desiatich rokoch aj prvym
rokom, v ktorom sa SAIA uz nevenovala $pecidlnym
aktivitdm a sluzbdm zameranym na mimovladne
neziskové organizacie.

SAIA v roku 2004 pokracovala na zdklade dohody

s Ministerstvom Skolstva SR v realizacii akademickych
programov, ktoré reprezentovali podprogramy
Akademické mobility, bilateralny program Akcia
Rakusko — Slovensko, spoluprdca vo vede a vzdeldvani
a multilateralny program CEEPUS. Akademické
programy sa realizovali v Uzkej spolupraci so Slovenskou
rektorskou konferenciou, Narodnou kancelariou
Socrates SAAIC, Fulbrightovou komisiou, Radou
vysokych kol SR, Studentskou radou vysokych $koél

a dalsimi institiciami. Do poskytovania sluzieb v tejto
oblasti sa zapojila nielen SAIA v Bratislave,

ale aj regionalne pracoviska SAIA v Nitre, Ziline,
Banskej Bystrici, Kosiciach a PreSove.

SAIA rozsirila v roku 2004 svoje aktivity o dva nové
programy zamerané na poskytovanie informacii

a sluzieb vedecko-vyskumnym pracovnikom.

V septembri 2004 bolo oficidlne otvorené mobilitné
centrum pre vedecko-vyskumnych pracovnikov

a spusteny narodny mobilitny portal, ako sucast
projektu ERA-Slovensko podporeného Eurépskou
komisiou a Ministerstvom $kolstva SR. Tento eurépsky
projekt SAIA realizuje v spolupraci s Technickou
univerzitou v Kosiciach.

INTRODUCTION

In 2004, SAIA (Slovak Academic Information Agency)
entered into its fifteenth year of existence. The

year 2004 saw a growing interest in information on
possibilities and conditions of studying in EU countries;
this was a natural response of the general public to
Slovakia’s accession to the European Union. SAIA also
placed greater emphasis on services related to mobility
of researchers. In 2004, after ten-year involvement,
SAIA abandoned its special activities and services
aimed at supporting non-governmental not-for-profit
organisations.

Based on SAIA’s agreement with the Ministry of
Education of the Slovak Republic, SAIA continued

to implement academic programmes in 2004.

These programmes included the Academic Mobility
programme, the bilateral programme Action

Austria — Slovakia, Co-operation in Science and Education,
and the multilateral programme CEEPUS. Academic
programmes were implemented in close collaboration
with the Slovak Rectors’ Conference, the Socrates
National Agency of SAAIC, the Fulbright Commission,
the Higher Education Council of the Slovak Republic,
the Students Higher Education Council and others.
These services were provided not only by SAIA’s office
in Bratislava but also by its regional offices in Nitra,
Zilina, Banska Bystrica, Kosice and PreSov.

In 2004, SAIA extended its activities and included two
new programmes focused on provision of information
and services to researchers. The official opening of the
Researchers’ Mobility Centre took place in September
2004. The national mobility portal was launched as

part of the ERA-Slovakia project and supported by the
European Commission and the Ministry of Education

of the Slovak Republic. SAIA has been implementing
this European project in co-operation with the Technical
University of Kosice.

Na zaklade programovych zmien Spravna rada
SAIA, n. o. upravila poslanie organizacie tak,
aby presnejsie odrazalo jej sucasné aktivity.
Jeho znenie je nasledujuce:

»SAIA je mimovlddna neziskovd organizdcia, ktord

od roku 1990 svojimi programami a sluzbami posilfiuje
obciansku spolocnost a napomdha internacionalizdcii
vzdeldvania a vedy na Slovensku.”

Rok 2004 znamenal pre organizaciu potvrdenie
spravneho smerovania po ukonceni transformacie

jej programov v predchadzajicom obdobi, ako aj
posilnenie jej povodného poslania. Organizacia sa

aj vdaka posobeniu svojich zastupcov v roznych
narodnych a medzinarodnych poradnych

orgéanoch a pracovnych skupinach, ako aj ¢lenstvu

v medzinarodnych organizaciach, este viacej
etablovala v akademickej a vyskumnej komunite ako
vyznamna institucia, ktora v oblasti mobilit Studentoyv,
vysokoskolskych pedagdgov a vyskumnych pracovnikov
nielen pdsobi, ale aj prispieva k ovplyvriovaniu
podmienok, za ktorych sa mobility a mobilitné
programy na Slovensku realizuju.

In autumn 2004, owing to the interest and financial
support of the Federal Ministry of Education, Science
and Culture of the Republic of Austria, SAIA, n. 0. and
SAIA Kosice, n. 0. were able to take on the programme
Austrian Science and Research Liaison Offices (ASO)
aimed at scientific co-operation.

As a consequence of changes in programmes
implemented by SAIA, SAIA’'s Board of Directors
amended the mission statement of the organisation
so as to more precisely reflect its current activities.
SAIA’s current mission statement reads as follows:

SAIA is a non-governmental, not-for-profit organisation
which, since its establishment in 1990, has been
implementing programmes and providing services

aimed at enhancement of civil society and assisting in
internationalisation of education and research in Slovakia.

After completing the transformation of the programmes
during the previous period, the year 2004 saw

a confirmation of the organisation’s right direction and
the strengthening of its original purpose. Thanks to the
activities of its representatives in various national and
international advisory bodies and task groups, as well

as its membership in international organisations, SAIA
established itself even more as a significant institution
which not only carries out activities related to the
mobility of students, university teachers and researchers
in Slovakia, but also affects the conditions under which
mobility programmes are implemented.

ACADEMIC MOBILITY

The Academic Mobility programme is being
implemented by SAIA based on the agreement on the
provision of services concluded between SAIA and the
Ministry of Education of the Slovak Republic.

As part of this programme, SAIA:

¢ Provides information and advice to people
interested in studying abroad;

e Organises selection of scholarship holders for stays
in 30 countries;

e Coordinates admission of foreign holders
of scholarships provided by the Ministry
of Education of the Slovak Republic for study
and researchers’ stays;

e Organises seminars on academic mobility for
universities and information days on studying
abroad and scholarship programmes for students of
secondary schools and higher education institutions;

e Publishes materials on studying abroad as well as its
monthly Bulletin SAIA.

The regional SAIA offices in Banska Bystrica, Kosice,
Nitra, PreSov and Zilina assist with the implementation
of the programme.

PROVISION OF INFORMATION AND ADVICE
RELATED TO STUDYING ABROAD

On 1 May 2004, Slovakia became one of the member
states of the European Union which induced the
growing interest of students in information on studying
abroad as well as funding opportunities for studies

in EU countries. At present, European universities are
attended by thousands of Slovak students who - for
various reasons — decided to enrol and complete their
degrees abroad. Most Slovak students abroad study

at schools in the Czech Republic (more than 7,000),
then in Austria (more than 1,300), and in Germany
(more than 1,000). Since Slovakia entered the European

Union, access of the Slovak citizens to universities

in the EU has been simpler. EU member states have
bound themselves to enable citizens of other member
states to study under conditions equal to those applied
to students in their home country. Besides this positive
development, Slovakia’s accession to the EU also
meant that Slovak students must now pay a tuition fee
at Austrian universities (before the country’s accession
to the EU, tuition was waived for Slovak students).

SAIA’s staff working in Bratislava and in the regions
provided structured information on studying
opportunities in EU countries to students, Ph.D. students,
employees of universities’ foreign relations departments,
as well as to the media and the general public. People
were mostly interested in information related to funding,
tuition fees, costs of study stays, and possibilities of
financial aid for studying in a particular country.

SAIA offices in Bratislava, Banska Bystrica, KoSice, Nitra,
Pre3ov and Zilina provided information in person, via
telephone, or e-mails. They also held Information Days on
studying abroad for universities and secondary schools as
well as topical seminars and training sessions for universities.

Based on the agreement with the Ministry of Education
of the Slovak Republic, SAIA organises selection of
scholarship applicants for stays defined in bilateral
agreements on co-operation in the field of education
and offers from individual countries. In 2004, SAIA
organised the selection of scholarship holders for the
academic year 2004/2005 for stays in 32 countries.

In 2004, 5,593 persons submitted queries on
information on scholarships and 1,070 persons applied.
598 candidates and 29 substitutes were selected for
scholarship stays by selection committees.

It also awards
grants aimed at the support of academic co-operation
and development of teaching in the Central and Eastern
European region, countries of the former Soviet Union,
and Asia. SAIA provides detailed information about CEU
studies and, based on authorisations, holds language
tests for applicants interested in studying at the CEU.

AMERICAN FUND FOR CZECHOSLOVAK RELIEF,
INC. (AFCR)

Every year, the American Fund for Czechoslovak Relief,
Inc., New York, awards citizens of the Slovak and Czech
Republics with complementary grants in the amount

of USD 2,000 with the aim to assist with their studies in
the U.S. SAIA has been working with AFCR for as long as
10 years. In 2004, AFCR awarded 9 Slovaks with financial
aid based on SAIA's recommendation.

The Conference
also dealt with the number of scholarship months

for the academic year 2004/2005, the amount of
scholarships in individual countries, method of selecting
partner universities in the academic year 2004/2005. The
Ministry of Education of the Slovak Republic pledged

to invest to the CEEPUS programme in 2004/2005 an
amount covering 320 scholarship months.

In 2004, 43 foreign Ph.D. students, 100 university
teachers and 86 university students (38 % of all
admissions) were admitted to Slovak universities.
The duration of stay in 59 % of the incoming foreign
students is 1 month. Only 24 % of the CEEPUS
Programme students attended semester stays

(3 months and more) at the Slovak universities.

The project “Researcher’s Mobility Centre”
executed by SAIA, n. o. has been commissioned by
the Ministry of Education of the Slovak Republic
and approved by the European Commission within
of the 6" Framework Programme. In Slovakia,

the project gave birth to two mobility centres

- one set up within SAIA, n. o. in Bratislava, and
the other at the Technical University of Kosice.
The centres are part of the European Mobility
Centres Network ERA-MORE which is represented in
32 countries of Europe.

The project’s aim is to contribute to set up a reliable
and coordinated system for providing information
about conditions governing the stays of foreign
researchers in Slovakia and Slovak researchers
abroad. It should also help remove obstacles that
impede a smooth running of mobility programmes.
Mobility centres provide all incoming and outgoing
researchers and their families with information

and services related to various mobility aspects,
including practical information about the stay

in a foreign country.

In the first half of 2004, SAIA, n. o. concluded

a six-month negotiation process with EC Directorate
General for Research and set up a team responsible
for the implementation of the project as well as the
Mobility Centre Steering Committee comprising
representatives of line ministries and research
organizations. Based on recommendations of the EC,
both Slovak mobility centres created within SAIA, n. o.
and the Technical University of Kosice began providing
basic services to the public from April 2004.

The official opening of the two mobility centres —
accompanied by the launching of the national mobility
portal www.eracareers.sk — took place in September

2004. On this occasion, SAIA organized a specialized
conference entitled “European Research Area and
Mobility of Researchers” — held on 28 September
in Bratislava (58 participants) and on 29 September
in Kosice (46 participants). The mobility centres
were opened in the presence of Stefania Bettini,

a representative of European Commission’s Directorate

General for Research, and FrantiSek Téth, State Secretary

of the Slovak Ministry of Education. Slovakia was one of
the first European countries which officially launched
the national mobility portal and made mobility centres
accessible to the public.

By this time, the mobility centres had already gathered

information on how to provide services to incoming and

outgoing researchers. The information was collected by
a team comprising eleven members.

The national mobility portal is made in two versions
- an English one for incoming researchers, and a
Slovak one for outgoing researchers. The portal is

interconnected with the European Researcher’s Mobility

Portal (http.//europa.eu.int/eracareers), as well as with

other national mobility portals. The number of visitors
to the national mobility portal is gradually rising: by the
end of 2004, the portal registered up to 3,000 visitors.

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By the end of 2004, the mobility centres provided
information and services to 122 Slovak researchers,
including 96 Ph.D. students, and answered to

a total of 677 queries. From abroad, only three
researchers contacted the mobility centres directly.

It is likely that the majority of foreign researchers

still seek help from national mobility centres in their
home countries.

The two Slovak mobility centres organized a series

of seminars entitled “Mobility of Researchers.
Conditions and Opportunities.” In 2004, three
seminars were held - in Kosice, Banska Bystrica

and Zilina. The seminars were intended for people
who collaborated with researchers who were either
coming to Slovakia, or leaving Slovakia for other
countries in order to go on research stays and who
needed assistance in the process of searching

for this kind of stays - e.g. to get answers to questions
regarding potential funding of such stays, as well

as issues related to everyday life of not just the
researchers themselves, but also their family members
who accompanied them during the stay. Specialists
from the Bureau of Border and Aliens Police, the Social
Insurance Company and the Tax Directorate were
invited to all seminars. The first three seminars were
attended by 82 people.

Following the requests made by research

workplaces, three special seminars were held and
information panels on mobility were presented at

the 7" International Scientific Conference EDAMBA

in Nové Zamky (100 participants), at seminars on
Mobility Programmes for Researchers at the Technical
University of Kosice (25 participants), and at Marie Curie
Actions at the Slovak Technical University in Bratislava
(30 participants).

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The mobility centres also took part in international
activities at European level.

Katarina Kostalova
participated in the conference entitled “Brain drain,
brain gain: new challenges” held in Paris in June 2004.
The conference, opened by the EC Commissioner for
Research, was organized on the occasion of the official
launching of the European mobility centres network
ERA-MORE and the European Researcher’s Mobility
Portal. The mobility centres actively participated in the
1** Annual Conference of Mobility Centres, members of
the ERA-MORE network, which was held in December
2004 in Baden near Vienna (200 participants from

all over Europe). Katarina Kostalova presented her
paper “Relations between the mobility centres and their
environment: the Slovak experience” in the working
group named “Communication instruments between
network members”. Silvia Kotulicova prepared her paper
“Role of the European Portal and the national portals in
everyday work of the Network” for the working group
“Developing information and communication services
through the network”. Katarina Kostalova also worked as
a reporter in the working group “Surveys and statistics”.

Gradually, the mobility centres started building up an
informal Network of Mobility Contact Points (SIMOB)
consisting of representatives of universities, public and
private research institutions and organizations which
are involved in the administration of international
mobility programmes and research programmes and
which provide information thereof. To promote the
network, the mobility centres also took advantage of
the seminars entitled Mobility of Researchers. Conditions
and Opportunities. At the first three seminars,

27 members were recruited - they will later be
informed about various issues related to different
aspects of researchers’ mobility.

The initiative will span
across the period from June until November 2005.

The Federal Ministry of Education, Science and Culture
of the Republic of Austria set up Austrian Science and
Research Liaison Offices (ASOs) in Bulgaria, the Czech
Republic, Hungary, Slovakia, Slovenia and the Ukraine.
The goal is to support co-operation in the field of
science and research between these countries and
Austria (i.e. indirect follow-up of activities that had until
then been managed by the subsidiaries of the Austrian
Institute for Eastern and South-Eastern Europe).

In Slovakia, the centres started working on 1 September
2004 in Bratislava (SAIA, n. 0.) and in KoSice

(SAIA Kosice, n. 0.). Both workplaces are funded by the
Federal Ministry for Education, Science and Culture of
the Republic of Austria.

The centres’ main objectives include:

e collecting and disseminating of information about
science and research in Slovakia and Austria

e organizing of events presenting Austrian scientific
and academic institutions, as well as Austrian
research initiatives and programmes

¢ looking for suitable partners for project co-operation
(for bilateral and multilateral projects; priority is
given to EU’s 6™ and 7" Framework Programme for
Research)

In 2004, SAIA started building a database of contacts
containing science and research organizations, as well
as researchers who showed interest in being included in
the database. The database contains over 700 contacts
from Austria and Slovakia. In collaboration with the
Austrian Ministry of Education, Science and Culture and
the Managing Gremium of the Action Austria - Slovakia
Programme, two ASO programme drafts “Promotion

of a Long-Term R&D Co-operation” and “Financial
Contribution for Establishing New Contacts” were drawn
up to support research co-operation.
