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SAIA, n. o. (Slovak Academic Information Agency) is

a non-governmental not-for-profit organisation which,
since its establishment in 1990, has been implementing
programmes and providing services aimed at enhancement
of civil society, and assisting in internationalisation

of education and research in Slovakia.

New societal conditions in early 1 990's required creation of an
independent information agency, which would guarantee wide
public access to information and provide advice on study abroad
opportunities and which would develop an open and transparent
scholarship application procedure.

For the first two years of its existence, SAIA was part of the
Ministry of Education. Starting from the 1% January 1992, it
became an independent civic association, later transformed to

a not-for-profit organisation providing public-benefit services.
Initially, the agency started in Bratislava but gradually expanded
its network of regional offices in selected Slovak university towns.

In 1993, SAIA expanded its programmes and services for
not-for-profit organisations and started to work as a service

centre for the third sector. It offered information resources,
organised training courses, developed a database of not-for-profit
organisations, published a monthly bulletin and other publications
for non-governmental organisations, and organised conferences
and seminars. These activities were discontinued in 2003.

In 2004, SAIA expanded its scope of interest, besides mobility of
students and university lecturers, to mobility of and support to
international co-operation of researchers active in both public and
private research institutions. Internet became an essential tool

to offer information. The website of SAIA expanded and further
information was presented on a new researcher’s mobility portal.

Since 2006, SAIA started to implement two new programmes
approved by the Slovak Government - the National Scholarship
Programme and the Milan Rastislav Stefanik Fellowship

and participate in activities promoting Slovak higher education
at European higher education fairs throughout Asia, Russia,

and Latin America. Since 2007 SAIA has run the NIL Fund
Supporting Co-operation in the Field of Education as part of the
EEA/Norwegian Financial Mechanisms.

INTRODUCTION

In the 18 years of its existence, SAIA provided information
to tens of thousands of students, PhD students, teachers,
and researchers. It conducted selections for hundreds of
scholarship study stays, consulted on and funded tens of
projects related to international co-operation. A natural
part of SAIA activities includes co-operation with the Slovak
Rectors’ Conference, the Council of Higher Education
Institutions of SR, the University Students Council, with
vice-rectors and vice-deans in charge of international
co-operation and in charge of science, and with officers

of international departments. Through its network of
regional offices, SAIA facilitates access to information also to
residents living outside the capital city of Bratislava.

Thanks to its services and activities, SAIA has built a very
good position in area of internationalisation of education
in relation to Slovak HEIs and secondary schools and

to partners abroad. Along with the Slovak Academic
Association for International Co-operation (SAAIC), it is the
first organisation in Central and Eastern Europe, to have
been invited in 1994 to join the Academic Cooperation
Association (ACA), international organisation based in
Brussels. ACA has 20 members with a similar profile as
SAIA in 16 European countries, and 3 associated members
in Australia and the United States. These organisations
particularly focus on management and promotion of
international co-operation in education.

Year 2007 was another successful year of existence of SAIA
as a non-governmental not-for-profit organisation working
in the field of internationalisation of education and research.
The organisation was able not only to implement activities
related to its primary programmes, but it was also engaged
in the work of various national and international advisory
and working groups and networks contributing to changes
of existing conditions for implementation of mobility
programmes.

SAIA was started in 1990 on the ground of the Ministry
of Education. In 2007 co-operation with the Ministry
became unexpectedly more complicated, just as it did
in the past - in the years 1996 and 2001. Thanks to the

members, possible changes in implementation of mobility
programmes — as suggested by the Ministry — have been
successfully averted.

In the programme area, the greatest change and success

of the organisation came with the launch of the project NIL
Fund Supporting Co-operation in the Field of Education, in
June 2007. SAIA became an intermediary of a block grant
received through an open call announced by the Office of
the Government of SR serving as the National Contact Point
for the European Economic Area Financial Mechanism and
the Norwegian Financial Mechanism. The project will run
through 2011. The NIL Fund was created in order to further
develop bilateral and multilateral co-operation among
students, teachers, and experts working at secondary
schools and HEls in Slovakia and their partners in Norway,
Iceland, and Liechtenstein through establishment of
co-operating networks.

The year 2007 was also the last year of implementation of
several SAIA programmes and projects. The most successful
ones included Austrian Science and Research Liaison Offices
— ASOs, which were established as part of SAIA offices in
Bratislava and Kosice from 2005 to 2007 and financed by the
Austrian Federal Ministry of Science and Research. In 2007,
also the 20-month-long project “Training for PhD Students
and Young Researchers: Developing Skills for Future Career”
was completed, implemented by SAIA in partnership with
the Austrian Federal Ministry of Science and Research and
the Ministry of Education of Slovakia. This project was
financially supported by the INTERREG Il A Austria-Slovakia
Programme. The project consisted primarily of a series

of training courses for PhD students and young scientists.
Also the one-and-a-half year long project “International
Vocational Training as a Tool towards Better Placement

of Slovak University Graduates in the Labour Market”

was completed, financially supported by the European
Communities as part of the Leonardo da Vinci Programme.
The project aimed to make it possible for students and PhD
students of Slovak HEls, enrolled in any field of study, to
participate in an internship abroad.

= Conducts seminars on academic mobility
for universities and organises information days
on study abroad and scholarship programmes for
students of secondary schools and higher education
institutions; and

= Publishes materials on study abroad and its
monthly Bulletin SAIA.

Participating in the programme are also regional
offices of SAIA in Banska Bystrica, Kosice, Nitra, PreSov,
and Zilina.

four languages - English, French, Russian, and Spanish.

83 students
won scholarships for part of their Master’s degree study,
113 PhD students from Slovak universities or the Slovak
Academy of Sciences won scholarships for part of their
PhD study (of those, 96 received also travel grants) and
19 applicants received travel grants without scholarship.

ACTION AUSTRIA - SLOVAKIA,
CO-OPERATION IN SCIENCE
AND EDUCATION

This bilateral programme aims to further develop
co-operation between Austria and Slovakia in education
and science. The programme is funded jointly by the
Ministry of Education of SR and the Federal Ministry

for Science, Education and Culture of Austria on a

basis of agreement signed in 1992. The programme is
administered by SAIA. In 2007, the Slovak Ministry of
Education funded the programme with app. 88,800 EUR
while the Federal Ministry for Science, Education and
Culture of Austria provided 171,429 EUR. The overall
budget for 2007 after including balance from previous
years totalled 306,052 EUR.

From 1993 to 2007, the programme Action

Austria — Slovakia, Co-operation in Science and
Education, awarded scholarships for study and

research stays in Austria to 450 Slovak students and
PhD students and for stays in Slovakia to 40 Austrian
students and PhD students. Over 700 projects received
support. Since 1993, Austria and Slovakia funded the
programme with more than 4 million EUR.

The programme is funded by ministries for higher
education of individual countries. The first mobility

in this programme took place in the academic year
1994/1995. SAIA, n. o. serves as the CEEPUS National
Office in Slovakia.

The programme promotes co-operation of universities
and focuses on preparation of joint programmes and
joint degrees, mobility of students, PhD students and
university teachers, students excursions, professional
language courses and summer schools. Support is
given primarily to mobility of students attending
one-semester study stays and short-term stays of PhD
students related to the writing of their thesis, as well as
the stays of university lecturers.

For 2007 the Ministry of Education of the
Slovak Republic approved for this programme
app. 127,300 EUR.

In 2007 SAIA, n. 0. co-organised the meeting of
International Selection Committee in Bratislava on

26 March 2007. The Committee evaluated 57 projects
from registered networks. Out of 50 networks with
approved funding, Slovak universities participate

in 35 networks as partners and in 2 networks ad
co-ordinators. In total, there are 14 Slovak public
universities involved in networks with approved funding
in the academic year 2007/2008.

This fellowship programme was approved in February
2005 by the Government of the Slovak Republic to
recruit graduates of the best universities in the world for
work in public administration.

The Milan Rastislav Stefdnik Fellowship programme
is financed by the Ministry of Education of the Slovak
Republic. It is administered by SAIA, n. o.

Each year the programme offers to at least five

Slovak citizens to cover all justified costs related

a study at one of the best universities in the

world (including enrolment and living expenses).

The fellowship recipient must have been admitted to
one of the eligible universities of a post-graduate study
of economics, sociology, public administration, or law.
Fellowships are awarded to selected applicants for

a maximum of two years.

Fellowship recipients commit to working after
graduation for at least two years at a specified ministry
in Slovakia or at the Government Office.

In 2007, five ministries have participated in this
programme (Ministry for the Economy, Ministry of
Defence, Ministry of Health Care, Ministry of Education,
and Ministry of Interior). Fellowships in the amount
353,959 EUR were awarded to 9 applicants.

Graduates in the Labour Market has been implemented
by SAIA, n. 0., from December 2005 to June 2007 with
the financial support of the European Community as

part of the Leonardo da Vinci Programme (SK/05/A/F/
PL-5032113). The project was funded with EUR 196,169.

The project involving 49 partners from 15 EU countries
made possible for 75 students and PhD students from
Slovak universities in all fields to participate in an internship.

The highest number of students did their internships
in Great Britain (16 students), Germany (12 students),
Greece, Austria, and Spain (7 students per country).

From the total number of students and PhD students,
that took part in the internships, the highest number
came from the University of Economics in Bratislava

(24 %), the Slovak University of Technology in Bratislava
(19 %) and from the Slovak University of Agriculture

in Nitra (11%).

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TRAINING FOR PHD STUDENTS
AND YOUNG RESEARCHERS

Implementation of the project “Training for PhD
Students and Young Researchers: Developing Skills
for Future Career” was launched by SAIA, n. o.in
partnership with the Austrian Ministry for Education,
Science, and Culture and the Slovak Ministry of
Education in early 2006. The project was financed

by the INTERREG Ill A Austria —Slovakia Programme
(Priority 4: Human resources, measure 4.2. Development
of Co-operation and Infrastructure in Education, Training,
and Science). The entire project (20 months) was
supported by 64,800 EUR. In 2007 the third, last series
of training courses was completed.

The project consisted of three series of four two-day
training courses for 60 participants from Bratislava and
Vienna regions. The goal of the training courses was to
provide participants information on opportunities for
research funding and to help young researches with
orientation in project development and management.
Part of the training courses focused on issues of
legislation relevant to research in Slovakia. Lectures
and practical exercises were held in Bratislava, some
of them were conducted in English by Austrian and
Slovak lecturers. Thanks to the financial support from
the INTERREG Ill A Austria — Slovakia Programme,
attendance at the training courses was free of charge.

The project included creation of a practical handbook
for PhD students and young researchers.

establishment of co-operating networks.

On the 14" December 2007, the first
call for proposals was announced
to provide non-repayable financial
contribution to secondary schools
and higher education institutions.
The total amount allocated to this call
was 725,000 EUR. Maximum possible
non-repayable financial contribution
per project, where secondary schools
are final beneficiaries, is 50,000 EUR,
in the case of higher education
institutions it is 150,000 EUR per
project. NIL Fund requires applicants
to provide co-financing of 5 % of all
eligible costs.

Mobility centres contribute to the creation of a reliable
and coordinated system for providing information

on the conditions governing stays of foreign researchers
in Slovakia and Slovak researchers abroad. The original
project to establish mobility researcher’s centres was
developed by SAIA, n. 0. and submitted to the European
Commission for approval on the basis of commissioning
by the Science and Technology Division of the

Ministry of Education of the Slovak Republic in 2003.
The three-year project was approved by the European
Commission as part of the Special Support Actions

of the 6" Framework Programme.

As the project co-ordinator, SAIA started with the
project implementation on the 1st March 2004. The
project included establishment of two mobility centres
(in SAIA, n. o. in Bratislava and at the Technical
University of KoSice and was funded for three years

by the European Commission (till the 28" February
2007) and co-financed by the Science and Technology
Division of the Ministry of Education of SR. After the
EC funding had stopped, the Ministry of Education of SR
provided SAIA with further funding of app. 29,600 EUR
for the activities of mobility centres to continue and
for running the national researcher’s mobility portal
(www.eracareers.sk).

Austrian Science and Research Liaison Offices (ASOs)
have been set up by the Federal Ministry of Education,
Science and Culture of the Republic of Austria. ASO
centres undertook their activities in Bulgaria, the Czech
Republic, Hungary, and Slovenia. In Slovakia, there were
two such centres at SAIA, n. 0. in Bratislava and at SAIA
Kosice, n. o.

Austrian information centres supported projects
promoting co-operation in research. Projects may have
focused on organising conferences, seminars, and
workshops with the goal of developing contacts with
new potential project partners from Albania, Austria,
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech
Republic, Hungary, Macedonia, Montenegro, Romania,
Serbia, Slovakia, and Ukraine.

The Austrian information centres in Slovakia organised
every year Science Days for Austrian and Slovak research
organisations in order to facilitate development of new
partnerships.

During the project implementation from 2005 to 2007,
72 projects were submitted for funding, of which
42 projects were supported. The programme made
it possible for over 120 partnership teams from various
countries to get to know the workplaces, the work, and
work results of their partners, and to get personally
involved in and plan mutual co.operation in research
in the future. Several projects resulted in specific plans
for co-operation, including several cases of research
projects at the European level. The total amount

of funding approved for the projects reached
203,040 EUR.
